Lincoln License Plate Proclaims Kentucky “Birthplace of Lincoln”

Frankfort (February 14, 2008) – Illinois may be the Land of Lincoln, but Kentucky is clearly the Birthplace of Lincoln. New specialized license plates in honor of the Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Commemoration are now available at county clerks' offices throughout the commonwealth. This plate features the log cabin logo and the tagline:  “Birthplace of Lincoln.” 

The plate costs $34 initially, with a $21 annual renewal fee.
"It is my hope that many Kentuckians will take advantage of this opportunity to reclaim Abraham Lincoln by displaying a Lincoln Bicentennial plate on their vehicle, said Lindy Casebier, executive director of the Kentucky Office of Arts and Cultural Heritage. “We encourage Kentuckians to help us spread that message.”

The new license plates were created by the Kentucky Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Commission (KALBC) to honor Abraham Lincoln, Kentucky’s most famous native son. Many Lincoln-related events are planned over the next two years as the nation celebrates the 200th anniversary of his birth.

Inclement weather forced the cancellation of the National Lincoln Bicentennial Inaugural Event, set for Tuesday, February 12, in Hodgenville. That event was supposed to be the kick-off of a two-year commemoration.

“Mother Nature didn’t cooperate with us on that event,” said Kent Whitworth, executive director of the Kentucky Historical Society. “But Kentucky has many, many other Lincoln programs scheduled over the next two years. We anticipate a wonderful celebration of Lincoln’s legacy. The new license plate is just one way to help us highlight Lincoln’s Kentucky connections nationwide.”
