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Lincoln Homestead State Park To Be Open For Lincoln Bicentennial Kickoff In February

SPRINGFIELD, Ky. – The Lincoln Homestead State Park will be open Feb. 9-12 in connection with the kickoff of  the Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Celebration.
The state park is normally closed in the winter and will re-open May 1, 2008. However, because of the bicentennial events, the gift shop and cabins at the park will be open for four days in February.

The national kickoff for the Lincoln Bicentennial Commemoration is set for Feb. 12 at Abraham Lincoln Birthplace National Historic Site at Hodgenville. This will begin a year of Lincoln events to honor the 200th anniversary of his birth in 2009.

The Wedding of Thomas Lincoln and Nancy Hanks will be held on June 14, 2008, at the Lincoln Homestead State Park. This event commemorates the 1806 wedding of the parents of Abraham Lincoln and will feature a play portraying the wedding ceremony. There will also be historical interpreters, speakers, games and other events throughout the day. There is a $5 parking fee.
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The Kentucky State Park System is composed of 53 state parks plus an interstate park shared with Virginia. The Department of Parks, an agency of the Commerce Cabinet, operates 17 resort parks with lodges -- more than any other state.
