“Forever Free” Lincoln Exhibit to Open at Lexington Public Library

Frankfort (August 4, 2008)— “Forever Free: Abraham Lincoln’s Journey to Emancipation,” a national traveling exhibition from the National Endowment for the Humanities, will be on exhibit in the first floor gallery of the Lexington Public Library beginning August 8.  The exhibit will be on display at the Lexington Public Library until September 22.
Through rarely seen photographs and reproductions of rare historical documents, along with the latest scholarship in the field, the exhibition re-examines President Lincoln’s views on slavery throughout his political career and the conditions leading to the Emancipation Proclamation. 
The exhibition features six colorful sections and easy-to-follow explanatory material suitable for all ages.  It is free to the public and will be available for viewing during regular library hours.

In addition to “Forever Free,” an exhibit titled “Freedom’s Struggle: The Underground Railroad along the Ohio River in Kentucky and Indiana,” will open the same day in the second floor atrium. 

The Lexington Public Library is one of five Kentucky public libraries selected to host the exhibit. Other sites include the Louisville Free Public Library, the Ekstrom Library at the University of Louisville, the Hardin County Public Library in Elizabethtown, and the Boyle County Public Library in Danville. 

"Forever Free" is funded by a major grant from the National Endowment for the Humanities. The Kentucky exhibit is also funded, in part, by a grant from the Kentucky Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Commission.
