John Drinkwater’s Abraham Lincoln to Open at Kentucky Repertory Theatre

Frankfort, KY-- (August 21, 2008)-- Kentucky Repertory Theatre will play host to John Drinkwater's Abraham Lincoln, a rarely performed political drama that follows Lincoln's presidency through the Civil War until his death in 1865. 

The Theatre, located in Horse Cave, will begin its evening of Lincoln at 5:30 pm (CDT) Friday.

Dr. Glenn LaFantasie, the Richard Frockt Family Professor of Civil War History at Western Kentucky University, will open the evening with his lecture, "The Greatness of Lincoln." The lecture, sponsored by the Theatre and the Hart County Historical Society, is the second in the Theatre's series of presentations by Lincoln specialists. A reception will follow the lecture.

Drinkwater's Abraham Lincoln, adapted by Robert F. Brock, will begin at 7:30. The story depicts Lincoln's role as president and the critical conflicts he faced, beginning with his acceptance of the Republican presidential nomination and concluding with his assassination.

Abraham Lincoln was first produced in England in 1918. After a successful run in London and New York City, the play has remained unperformed until the Theatre's revival. It is the second of a three-play series on Lincoln, and is underwritten by the Kentucky Arts Council and the Kentucky Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Commission. Abraham Lincoln will run through November 1.

The lecture and reception are free and open to the public. Tickets to opening night of Abraham Lincoln are $23, with discounts available for AAA members, members of the military, senior citizens, and students. For more information, call 270-786-1200.
