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Lincoln Memorial at Louisville Waterfront Park to be Dedicated June 4
Frankfort, KY (May 26, 2009)— An Abraham Lincoln memorial, sponsored in part by the Kentucky Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Commission (KALBC), will be dedicated at Louisville Waterfront Park at a sunset ceremony June 4 from 8:45 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. Gates open at 8:00 p.m. for the event, which is free and open to the public.
The Lincoln Memorial at Waterfront Park, which was conceived in collaboration with research and curatorial staff of the Kentucky Historical Society, is a fitting tribute to Lincoln’s lifelong connections to and legacy in Kentucky.  The memorial will feature a 12-foot statue of Lincoln and four bas reliefs which highlight different stages of the sixteenth president’s life and experiences in the commonwealth.  The statue and bas reliefs were sculpted by nationally renowned Louisville artist Ed Hamilton.  
The Lincoln Memorial site will also include an amphitheater with granite seating carved with famous quotes from Lincoln.
The dedication of the Lincoln Memorial will feature a dramatic performance of Aaron Copland’s “Lincoln Portrait,” which will be narrated by William Mapother, an actor, teacher, and native Louisvillian perhaps most famous for his role in the Lost television series.
