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Kentucky Historical Society Grants Now Available
FRANKFORT, Ky. (August 12, 2007) –  Competitive grants for up to $5,000 are now available to museums, historical organizations, educational institutions, city and county governments, and other community groups. These grants are offered as part of the 2007-2008 Kentucky Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Commission (KALBC) grant program, administered by the Kentucky Historical Society. The KHS grants are one segment of the multiagency grant program funded by the state Lincoln Bicentennial Commission.
Funds can be used for projects that help increase public appreciation and awareness of some aspect of Abraham Lincoln in Kentucky history or to develop Lincoln-themed exhibits or educational programs. The deadline to apply is November 1, 2007. A second round of grants will be awarded next spring. 

There are two categories of grants: minigrants of up to $500 and major grants that range from $501 to $5,000. Guidelines, application forms, and deadlines can be found on the KALBC Web site at www.kylincoln.org. Information can also be sent by email or regular mail. Anyone planning to apply for funding to more than one state agency must contact Goodlett before completing an application. 

Grant funds must be used for Lincoln-themed activities.  Types of acceptable activities include community celebrations or festivals; production of books, brochures or pamphlets; development or promotion of community history tours; exhibits; public or school programs; and interpretive markers and wayside exhibits.  

During the last fiscal year, the Kentucky Historical Society awarded 34 Lincoln Bicentennial grants totaling more than $85,000 to groups and organizations across the state.
