FRANKFORT, Ky. (February 1, 2008) – A toll-free phone number is available for anyone interested in finding out more about the Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial commemoration events that are taking place this month in Kentucky.

The inaugural event will take place on Tuesday, Feb. 12, at 10:30 a.m. at the Abraham Lincoln Birthplace National Historic Site in Hodgenville. This event is free to the public. Gates open at 7 a.m. and shuttles will be used to take guests from parking areas to the site.
Federal and state officials and dignitaries are expected to pay their respects to the nation’s 16th president, who was born in a log cabin in Kentucky on February 12, 1809. This ceremony serves as the official opening of the national bicentennial commemoration of the 200th anniversary of Lincoln’s birth.

Following the ceremony at the birthplace, visitors are invited to attend the annual Lincoln Days Birthday Luncheon at 1:30 p.m. The luncheon is sponsored by Lincoln Days Celebration, Inc. and will be held at the Abraham Lincoln Elementary School in Hodgenville.

Capping off the day’s activities in Hodgenville, at 3 p.m. Governor Steve Beshear and other dignitaries will participate in a ceremonial unveiling of the first marker of the new Kentucky Lincoln Heritage Trail, located on the square in downtown Hodgenville. 

There’s also a program called “Our Lincoln” scheduled for 7 p.m. Feb. 10 at the Singletary Center for the Arts in Lexington. The program features music, dance, poetry and actors with performances related to Lincoln. And on Feb. 11, the Kentucky Center for the Performing Arts in Louisville will host a “Celebration of Lincoln,” a musical and dramatic tribute starting at 7 p.m.
